The best thing you need to know about this trip is that the community in SLC is 
desperate for friendly faces to love them, learn from them, and tell them about 
the hope found in Jesus! 
 
Who’s going on this trip? 
We are taking between 15-20 students.  We will have a 4 staff members on this 
trip and maintain a student to leader ratio of 1:4. 
 
Where will we be staying? 
We are currently working on accommodations.   Last year, we stayed in a large 
AirBnb where our entire team was able to be.   There is a mission house we are 
looking to use this year. Students will NOT need their own bedding, but 
accommodations will be updated as we get closer to trip. 
 



 

 

What does the cost of trip cover?

Will my student need extra money for this trip? 
All meals during the trip are covered except for travel days.  Your student will 
need money for food on travel days and for any souvenirs they want.

• Small Backpack for Hike 
• Clothes for Painting/Workday 
• Swimsuit (Hotel Pool) 
• Toiletries (toothbrush, shampoo, etc) 
• Sunscreen 
• Church Clothes for Sunday
